The contactor
mounts in any position (see Table 2 footnote) with 2 screws
through the base or with a shear formed panel tab and a
single screw as shown in Fig. 5.

WIRING

All wiring must comply with local codes and ordinances.
Attach line wired to the contactor using the terminal clamp
screws (No. 10 binding screw terminals on 20 ampere
contactor); load wires using the No. 10 binding screws.
Pressure lugs are recommended for field wiring with wire
larger than No. 8.

The contactor has terminal numbers stamped on the
terminal block for easy identification when wiring. Refer to
wiring instructions provided by the equipment manufac-
turer, or see Figs. 6 and 7 for typical system connactions.
Do not exceed the contact and coil ratings when wiring into
system.
