Systems. Tha STF100 enables you to select ons, 1wo or three ON-OFF parlods for Heating
and up te three erlirely separale periods lor Hol Waler

As he pattern of domastic life lends lo ba different at the waekend, the ST7100 allows one
selection of ON-OFF periads for Monday o Friday and another setection lor Satunday lo
Sunday.

The EXTRA HOUR faciity is an imporiant additional featurs. When eliher the Central
Heating cr Hot Water are off, pressing the EXTRA HOUR button switches the Ceniraf

“Healing or-Hot Waler on for just ong hour.

If either the Central Heating or Hol Waler is alrsady on, pressing EXTRA HOUR extends the
programmed ON ifme by one hour.

The ST7100 has a permanenl, built-in programine, which is eslablished when the balteries
are tirst fitled. The ONIOFF swilching limes tha buill-in programme provides can easily be
altered to suit your needs.

Puring a mains power fallure, the ST7100 autormatically switches lo long-life support
battaries. This ansures that the programmes and the correct {ime are not lost,

BEFORE YOU START

To bagin programming the ST7100, open the hinged cover.

The illustration on page 2 shows tha different buttons and
glvas a briel description ol their funclions.

Pressing the button labelled SET will move a black arrow step by step along the white
symbols al the lop left of the display. These symbols indicate the programming stages
mentioned earlier. Repeated pressing of SET will eventually return the amow to [7].

The rest ol this section will explain how lo programme your personal OMfOFF times, using
the different buttons and arrows on the display.

Hemember that the programming can only be carried out in the lixed order described, but
you do not have to make a change if one is not wanted, You can simply carry on 1o the next
stage vsing SET or REVIEW, as appropriale.

Al any point during programening the STZ1080, your can return 1o your preterred operating
option by pressing RUN.

I only lwo of the three ON-OFF periods ars required, it Is racommandad to usa the first and
the third ON/QFF periods. Leave out lhe second ON-OFF period by selling the ON and OFF
times 1o e same time. Any ime will do, but il must be afler the first OFF time and belore
the third ON tima.

As your can see abave, you are now slarting the lirst stage of
programming.

Press SET until the indicating arrow appears below [T)
at the top left of the display. The time display now starts
flashing, to indicate you are ready to set the time.

Press ADJUST » to adjust ime forwards or 4 ADJUST
to adjusttime backwards.

A brie! press changes Ihe time by one minute and holding the
button down changes the tims quickly.

Check Ihe AM/PM symbal, (o ensure Ihat the lime is set in the
correct part of the day.

The flashing stops as soon as the first change lo the {ims has
been made.

Two ways of averriding the programmes are provided:
CHANGE and EXTRA HOUR.

CHANGE: The CHANGE butlon switches Central Heating o¢
Haol Water on or off without allering the progremma, This
allows Central Heating or Hot Water to be switched on or off
belore any programmed Hme.

EXTRA HOUR: ¥¥hen the Central Heating or Hol Waler is off,
pressing Ihie EXTRA HOUR bulton swilches the Cenlal
Heating or Hot Watar on for jusi one hour,

To cancel this feature at any time, press the appropriale

When the mamns
supply is restored, 1he clock displays the correct time and the programmes run as
praviously set, with no nead for adjustment.
