+ Remove and safely discard
any packaging material and
promotional labels before
using the kettle for the first
time.

- To eliminate a choking
hazard for young children,
remove and safely discard
the protective cover fitted
to the power plug of this
appliance.

This kettle has been
designed specifically for the
purpose of boiling drinking
quality water only. Under
no circumstances should
this product be used to

boil any other liquids or
foodstuffs.

Do not place the kettle near
the edge of a bench or table
during operation. Ensure
that the surface is level,
clean and free of water and
other substances.

Do not operate the kettle on
a sink drain board.

Do not place the kettle on
or near a hot gas burner,
electric element or where it
could touch a heated oven.

Keep the kettle clear of

walls, curtains and other
heat or steam sensitive
materials. Minimum 20em
distance.

Always ensure the kettle is
properly assembled before
use. Follow the instructions
provided in this book.

The kettle must be used
only with the power base
supplied.

This kettle is not intended
to be operated by means
of an external timer or
separate remote control
system.

Do not touch hot surfaces.
Use the handle for lifting
and carrying the kettle.

Do not place anything on
top of the lid.

Always ensure the kettle
switch is in the ‘off’ position,
then turn the power off at
the power outlet and remove
the plug from the power
outlet before attempting to
move the appliance, when
the appliance is not in use
and before cleaning and
storing.

Use caution when pouring
water from the kettle, as
boiling water and steam

will scald. Do not pour water
too quickly.

To protect against electrie
shock, do not immerse the
kettle base, power base,
power cord or power plug
in water or allow moisture
to come in contact with
these parts.

Do not remove the kettle
from the power base during
operation. Ensure the kettle
is switched to ‘off’ position
after the water has boiled
before removing the kettle
from the power base.

Do not move the kettle
while it is switched on.

Do not open the lid during
operation.

Do not overfill the kettle
past the maximum water
level mark. If the kettle is
overhlled, boiling water may
be ejected.

Keep the kettle clean. Follow
the cleaning instructions
provided in this book.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS
FOR ALL ELECTRICAL
APPLIANCES

« Fully unwind the power cord
before use.

+ Do not let the power cord

hang over the edge of a bench

or table, touch hot surfaces or

become knotted.

- To protect against electric
shock do not immerse the
power cord, power plug or
appliance in water or any
other liquid.

+ This appliance can be
used by children aged from
8 years and above if they
have been given supervision
or instruction conecerning
the use of the appliance
in a safe way and if they
understand the hazards
involved. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be

made by children unless they

are 8 years or above and are
under supervision. Keep the
appliance and its cord out of
reach of children aged less
than 8 years.

« It is recommended to
regularly inspect the
appliance.

To avoid a hazard do not use
the appliance if power cord,
power plug or appliance
becomes damaged in any
way. Return the entire
appliance to the nearest
authorised Breville Service
Centre for examination and/
OT repair.

- Any maintenance other than

cleaning should be performed
at an authorised Breville
Service Centre.

This appliance is for
household use only. Do

not use this appliance for
anything other than its
intended use. Do not use in
moving vehicles or boats.
Do not use outdoors. Misuse
may cause injury.

The installation of a residual
current device (safety switch
is recommended to provide
additional safety protection
when using electrical
appliances. It is advisable that
a safety switch with a rated
residual operating current not
exceeding 30mA be installed
in the electrical circuit
supplying the appliance.

For safety reasons it is
recommended you plug
your Breville appliance
directly into its own electrical
outlet on a dedicated
circuit separate from other
appliances. If the electrical
circuit is overloaded with
other appliances, your
appliance may not function
properly. Using in
conjunction with a power
strip or extension cord is
not recommended.

Do not spill water onto the
connector.

/i\n WARNING

Do not operate the kettle on
an inclined surface. Do not
move the kettle while it is
switched on.

The heating element
surface is subjected to
residual heat after use.

The appliance is designed
for boiling of drinking
quality water only. Never
use to heat or boil any

other liquids or foodstuffs.
The lid should always be
firmly in place and locked
into the closed position
before use.

Do not press the lid release
button to open the lid
during and after operation.
This may result in boiling
water splashing from the
kettle. Pour out all the hot

water from the kettle before
opening the lid to refill.

Never immerse the kettle
base, switch area, power
base, power cord or power
plug in water, or allow
moisture to come into
contact with these parts.

To prevent damage to the
kettle do not use chemicals,
alkaline cleaning agents,
steel wool or abrasive
cleaners to clean the inside
or outside of the kettle. Use
a mild cleaning agent with
a soft damp cloth.

OPERATING YOUR BREVILLE PRODUCT

BEFCRE FIRST USE

Remove any promotional material attached
ta your kettle. It is recommended that before
Riest use, the kettle is Alled to the maximum
level with cold tap water, boiled and water
discarded. Your kettle will only operate
when positioned en the power base with

the 'OnfOff switch in the ‘On’ position.

The kettle will automatically switch off

cnee the water has boiled.

OPERATION OF YOUR KETTLE

To fill the kettle, reenove it from the power
bese end open lid by pressing the lid release
button. Fill with the desired amount of water.

NOTE

Alweays Al the kettle between the
minimum ($00ml) and maximwm
{1700ml) marks on the water window.
Too little water will result in the kettle
switching “Off’ before the water has
boiled. Filling above the masximum
mark (MAX) may result in boiling
water aplashing from the kettle.

Ensure the lid is locked firmly into place.
Position the kettle securely onto the power
base, Insert the power plug inte a 230-240V
power outlet and awitch on.

Fress the "OnfOff switch to the ‘On’
position for water to boil.

This kettle must only be used with
the power base supplied. Use caution
when pouring water from your kettle,
as boiling water will seald. Do not
pour the water too quickly.

The kettle will automatically switch ‘off”
ance the water has boiled. Lift the kettle
from the power base and pour the water,
Take care to hold the kettle level, especially
when flled to the maximum level, To re-beil
it may be necessary to wait for a few seconds
to allew the control to reset.

1f further heating of the kettle is not
required, switch ‘O at the pawer outlat,
unplug the power cord and empty the water
from the kettle. Replace the kettle onto the
power base and close the lid.

SAFETY BOIL DRY PROTECTION

The kettle iz htted with & safety device, which
pratects ageinst overhesting should the
appliance be operated with insufficient water.
1f this occurs, the kettle will stop heating.
Suwritch “Off” at the power ocutlet and allow
kettle to cool before refilling Remowe the
kettle fram the power base and add water.
Return the kettle to the power base. The
aefety device will then sutomatically resst.

For additional safety, your kettle is Atted
with an additional thermal cut out. In

the event of overheating, the kettle will
automatically shut down to prevent further
damage. Should this aceur, talee your kettle
to an authorized Breville Service Centre,



CARE & CLEANING

Always switch "Off' at the power cutlet and
unplug the appliance from the power outlet
before cleaning.

REMOVABLE FILTER

The kettle features & removable mesh
filter to remove scale deposits for cleaner
water, To clean the seale depasits from the
filter, open the lid and remaove the filter by
pushing flter down towards the centre of
the kettle to release.

The filter can be cleaned by placing under

running water and rubbing with a cleaning
cloth er brush.

To replace the filter, align the centre of the
flter into the slot behind the spout. Press
the Alter towards the centre of the spout to
clip back into pesition.

HOTE

The filter could become damaged
with time. Please cheek regularly and
replace if found damaged.

NOTE

The concealed element in the base of
the kettle iz made frem high quality
stainless steel. Any brown stains
appearing are the result of mineral
deposits and are not rust.

REMOVAL OF MINERAL DEPOSITS

Mineral deposita in tep water may canse the
kettle interior and water gauge to discalour
erver time, This may be removed by using
Breville Kettle Cleaner (BEKC250) or &
proprietary lettle descaler which is eveilable
from most leading supermarlkets,
department and hardware stores.

BREVILLE EETTLE CLEAMER

Directions for use:

L Add 125ml of Breville Kettle Cleaner
to 2 litres of water.

Fill kettle with mixture on a
protected surface.

3. Bring kettle to boil and let stand for
30 minutes.

&, Clean spout by using a cloth dampened
with Breville Hettle Cleaner, rub well
Then wipe off.

5. Bring the kettle to boil for & second time,
then empty solution.

6. Fill kettle with fresh water and bring to
the boil, discard boiled water, Mow wour
kettle is ready to make vour next cup of
tea ar eoffee,

CARE & CLEANING

Alternatively:

1. Fill the kettle until 24 full with 1 part
vinegar and 2 parts water. Boil and allaw
1o stand evernight,

2. Empty the solution from the kettle, Fill
the kettle with elean water, bring to boil
and discard the water.

3. BRepeat and the kettle will be ready
for use,

TO CLEAN THE EXTERIOR

The cutside of the kettle may be wiped over
with a damp eloth and polished with a saft
dry elath,

STORAGE

Ensure the kettle is switched off, clean and
dry before storing, Ensure the lid is closed
end locked securely into place. Wrap the
power card arcund the cord storage under the
power base. Stand the kettle upright on the
power base. Do not store amything on top.
