To set the time and date
1.Hold down ‘A: while in the Timekeeping Mode until the seconds digits start
to flash on the display. The seconds flash because they are selected.
2.Press M to change the selection in the following sequence.

3.While the seconds digits are selected (flashing), press ©) to reset the sec-
onds to §8. f you press [C: while the seconds count is in the range of 30 to
59, the seconds are reset to O and 1 is added to the minutes. If the sec-
onds count is in the range of 00 to 29, the minutes count is unchanged.
4.While any other digits (besides seconds) are selected (flashing), press ©
to increase the number or B’ to decrease it. Holding down either button
changes the current selection at high speed.

« While any digits are selected, press ‘L’ to switch between the 12-hour and
24-hour formats.

» When the 12-hour format is selected, the 1 =H indicator appears in place
of the day of the week in the text area of the display. With the 12-hour for-
mat, the PM indicator appears on the display to indicate “p.m.” times. There
is no indicator for “a.m.” times. Selecting the 24-hour format causes the
24 H indicator to appear in place of the day of the week in the text area,
and the 24 indicator to appear on the display.

« The day of the week is automatically set in accordance with the date.

* The date can be set within the range of January 1, 1995 to December 31,
2039.

« If you do not operate any button for a few minutes while a selection is flash-
ing, the flashing stops and the watch goes back to the Timekeeping Mode
automatically.
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About the backlight function

When you turn on the backlight function, the backlight of the watch flashes

whenever an alarm, countdown alarm or hourly time signal is sounding.

* Pressing (L' in any mode illuminates the display for about two seconds, re-
gardiess of the backdight function’s on/off setting.

* The backlight of the watch employs an electro-luminescent (EL) light, which
loses illuminating power after very long use.

* The illumination provided by the backlight may be hard to see when viewed
under direct sunlight.

* The watch will emit an audible sound whenever the display is illuminated.
This is caused by a transistor that vibrates when the EL panel lights up. It
does not indicate matfunction of the watch.

» The backlight automatically stops illuminating whenever an alarm sounds.

To switch the backlight function on and off .
. : In the Timekesping Mode, hold down © for one
Backlight function o 45 seconds to switch the backlight function
on and off. When you switch the backlight func-
tion on, an indicator appears on the display as
shown.
» The backlight function on indicator remains
on the display in all modes until you switch
the backlight function off,

» The above operation controls operation of the backlight function only. It does
not affect operation of audible tones and signals.

AUTO DISPLAY FUNCTION

The Auto Display function of this watch continu-
ally changes the contents of the digital display.
Note that you cannot use any of the watch's other
functions (except for backlight) while the Auto Dis-
play function is operating.

To turn the Auto Display off
Hold down M for about three seconds until the
watch beeps.

To turn Auto Display on
Hold down 84: for about three seconds until the watch beeps.

Note
The Auto Display function cannot be performed while you are making set-
tings (i.e. while digits or other settings are flashing on the display).
