(Professional) Mount

Ask the dealer where you purchased your
SYSTEM-H2EC about professional installation
options. One option is to have the dealer mount

Follow these steps to activate your service:

The previous screen is the Default screen. However,
you can choose several different screens. Press and
hold the Display button (press the List button on
the remote) to see a list of channels.

Press it again to see the list of currently playing
artists, and again to see the currently playing song
titles. Press the Control Knob (or on the remote, the
Select button) to return to the Default screen.

Selecting Channels
Direct Tuning Using the Control Knob

To enter a specific channel number, press the
Control Knob to enter Direct Tuning Mode. Turn the
Control Knob to select the first digit of the channel
number, then press the Control Knob to confirm
this choice. Repeat this step for the second and
third digits of the channel number.

You can see the songs you've stored using the
Memo button. Press and hold the Memo button for
2 seconds. The display will change to show the first
artist and song title in memory, with “01” showing
in the top left corner of the screen to indicate that
this is the first entry in the list. Use the Control
Knob or the remote CH buttons to see each entry.

While in this mode, you can also manage this list
by pressing the Control Knob (or remote Select
button). This will bring up the following menu:

* Return to List
» S-Seek

* Lock/Unlock
* Delete

Return to List: This option will exit this menu
and return to showing the stored songs.

Song Seek (S-Seek): This feature allows you
to search for favorite songs that are playing while

o

you are listening to another station. To use this feature,
the desired song has to be saved in the memory,
first. (See previous section, “Saving/Recalling Music
Information’’)

To activate S-Seek, press and hold the S-Seek
(Memo) button, and the first song in memory will
be displayed. Use the Control Knob (or the remote
CH buttons) to scroll through the saved songs in
memory and select the desired song by pushing
the Control Knob.

This will display the S-Seek menu. Highlight S-Seek
and push the Control Knob. S-Seek will present two
choices: “On” or “Off” Select “On.” S-Seek is now
activated. HerepEverywhere will alert you if the
song/artist selected is being played on any channel.
You have 10 seconds to make a choice, or you can
press and hold the Select button (or press the
Back button on the remote) to cancel the alert.

Note: When listing the memorized artist/song title
pairs, the display will include “S-Seek” on the top
line. Note that this won’t show up in the normal
displays—just in the memory list display.

Lock/Unlock: When you press the Menu button,
an artist/song title pair is stored.
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However, if the list is already at its 24-song limit,
the oldest artist/song title pair (least recently
stored) will be deleted to make room. To prevent
this from happening to a song, select this menu
option and choose “On” This song will not be
erased by a newer song when you press the Menu {19
button. Note that it can be erased with the Clear All
Memory or Factory Defaults commands, however.
Delete: This selection will remove this artist/song
title pair from the memory list. The other pairs in
the memory list will remain.

Display Options
Changing Display Modes

The Default Display screen has two display modes,
Normal (shown earlier in Basic Operation) and
Large Font.
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Press the Display button to cycle the display
between the two modes.

Menu Options

From the Menu Options screen, you can access
and set up the following features:

* SID (SIRIUS ID Number)
* Display Settings

* Confirm Tone Options
* FM Transmitter Option
» Add/Skip Channels

* Device Lock Options
* Audio Level

* Antenna Aiming

* Memory Options

* Time Features

* Factory Defaults

To enter the Menu Options, press the Menu button
on the front panel. Use the Control Knob (or the
remote CH buttons) to move to the Menu feature
you want, and press the Control Knob (or the
remote Select button) to select the feature.

To exit the Menu Options and return to the previous
operation mode, press the Menu button. The menu

o

button will back up to the previous screen, one
screen each press, until you exit Menu Options
entirely and return to the original display.

SIRIUS ID Menu Option

When you select this option, the unit’s unique
12-digit SIRIUS ID Number will be displayed:

Display Settings

Press the Menu button to enter the Menu Options, and
select Display Settings with the Control Knob (or the
remote CH buttons). Press the Control Knob (or the

remote Select button) to enter the Display Settings menu.

Dimming Control on the

Display Settings Menu

This setting controls the brightness of the display.
Adjust the setting with the Control Knob and press
the Control Knob to save the change. Press the
Menu button to cancel changes and return to the
previous menu.

o

Contrast Control

This setting controls the contrast of the display.
Adjust the setting with the Control Knob and press
the Control Knob to save the change. Press the
Menu button to cancel changes and return to the
previous menu.

Auto Dimmer

This is an on/off setting. When on, the auto dimmer
will raise or lower the display brightness based on
the brightness of the room or vehicle. When off, the
display does not adjust to room lighting.

For each of these controls, use the Control Knob (or
the remote CH buttons) to select the desired set-
ting, then press the Control Knob (or the remote
Select button) to accept the new value. Press the
menu button to exit without making any changes.

Confirm Tone Option
This is an on/off option to select whether
HerepEverywhere beeps to confirm certain operations.

FM Transmitter Option

This option controls the wireless audio feature of
HeregEverywhere. This feature allows you to trans-
mit the HeregEverywhere audio directly to your
vehicle radio on a specific (unused) FM channel.
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This option brings up a submenu with the following
additional options:

* Frequency
* FM On/Off

The Frequency submenu allows you to select an
unused FM channel frequency. Check your vehicle
radio to find a quiet channel, then use this submenu
to select the same frequency. The default is 88.1MHz.

The FM On/Off menu controls whether the
HerepEverywhere is transmitting on the FM channel
or not. Set this to “On” if you want to use the wire-
less FM feature. The default is “On”

Add/Skip Channels Option

This allows you to select channels that you want to
skip when scanning up and down the Channel List
and Category List screens, or simply when you're
using the Control Knob.

1. Use the Control Knob (or the remote CH buttons)
to highlight the channel you want to skip. (The
highlighted channel will automatically play.)

2. Press the Control Knob (or the remote Select
button) to change the highlighted channel’s
status. The word “skip” will appear after the
channel name.

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3.To remove the “skip” from the channel, press
the Control Knob (or the remote Select
button) again.

4.To exit the Channel Skip function, press the
Menu button.

A channel marked as “skip” can still be tuned to by
using the remote’s Direct Tune feature. Also, if the
channel was programmed as a Preset, the Preset
will still tune the channel. To lock out a channel
completely with security against changing, use the
Device Lock menu option.

Device Lock Options

This option allows you to lock channels more
securely than with the skip feature. The lock feature
will prevent a channel from being tuned to without
the security code.

This option brings up a submenu with two
additional options.

* Lock/Unlock
« Edit Code

Lock/Unlock

Upon entering this submenu for the first time, you
will be prompted to enter a 4-digit numerical code
that will be used to lock/unlock channel access.

o

To enter a code:

1.Turn the Control Knob (or use the remote 0-9
buttons) to select the first digit of the code.

2. Press the Control Knob (or the remote Select but-
ton) to keep that digit, and move to the next digit.

3. Repeat these steps until all four digits are entered.

HeregEverywhere will ask for the 4-digit code a
second time, to confirm.

All future entries into the Lock/Unlock submenu will
display the text “Lock/Unlock” on the top line and a
channel list below it.

1. Use the Control Knob (or the remote CH buttons)
to highlight the channel you want to lock. (The
highlighted channel will automatically play.)

2. Press the Control Knob (or the remote Select
button) to change the highlighted channel’s
status. The word “lock” will appear after the
channel name.

3.To remove the “lock” from the channel, press the
Control Knob (or the remote Select button) again.
* To exit the Lock/Unlock function, press the

Menu button.

Note: Locked channels can be accessed only by the
Remote’s Direct Tuning feature or by a previously
assigned preset. In either case, you will be prompted to

o

enter the 4-digit code before the system will tune to
the channel, play audio from the channel, or display
text information from the channel. When the code is
accepted, the channel will play until you change
channels or until HeregEverywhere is turned off.

Note: To permanently remove the lock status from
the channel, return to the Lock/Unlock submenu
option and follow the steps above.

Edit Code

Use this submenu option to change the 4-digit
code, [0000]. On entering this submenu option,
you will be asked to enter the 4-digit code as
described in the previous section. Once the correct
code has been entered, you will be prompted to
enter a new 4-digit code, twice. The second entry
is requested for confirmation. Once confirmed, the
display will return to the Lock Options menu.

Audio Level

This menu option allows you some control over the
volume of HeregEverywhere. This is used in setting
up HerepEverywhere with a home or vehicle stereo.
Typically, you will use the home or vehicle stereo

volume control after this setting is correct. This set-
ting can be used to raise or lower the output signal
level on the stereo mini-jack to better match the
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stereo system. Kenwood recommends leaving this
at the factory default level unless it is necessary to
change it. The most common use for this setting is
to adjust headphone volume levels if you are using
headphones directly plugged into the cradle.

Antenna Aiming
Upon selecting this option, HeregEverywhere’s top

line displays two 10-segment horizontal bar graphs:

One is labeled “SAT,” and shows the satellite
signal strength. The other is labeled “TER,” and
indicates the strength of the terrestrial (ground-
based) SIRIUS signal. The terrestrial SIRIUS signal
is only present in cities.

Antenna Aimingd

Moving the antenna location may adjust the bar
graph signal strength indications and insure opti-
mum reception. Pressing the Control Knob, the
menu button, or the remote Select button returns
to the top level Menu Options.

Note: Most Menu screens automatically exit after a
few seconds without user input. The Antenna Aiming
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screen is different in that it will stay until you press the
Control Knob, the Menu button, or the remote Select
button. This allows you to stay in this mode while you
adjust the antenna location to your satisfaction.

54 Memory Options
This submenu has options that allow you to turn on
or off the S-Seek feature (pop-ups to tell you that
your selected songs are playing), and to clear all
the songs stored with the Memo button.

Auto Memory Search

This is an on/off selection to enable or disable
S-Seek pop-ups and alerts. Use the Control Knob
(or the remote CH buttons) to select “On” or “Off”
Press the Control Knob (or the remote Select
button) to accept the current setting.

Clear All Memory

This option will clear all the songs stored with the
Memo button. Use the Control Knob (or the remote
CH buttons) to select “Yes” or “No.” Selecting “Yes”
will remove all the songs stored by S-Seek, and
thereby remove all alerts.

Time Features

This menu option allows you to control the clock,
alarm, program alerts, and other features that use
HereoEverywhere’s internal clock.

_

o

HereoEverywhere has an internal clock which auto-
matically picks up Universal time from the SIRIUS
broadcast. After you set the Timezone and Daylight
Savings Time features, the clock will always keep
accurate time. However, the clock does require the
SIRIUS signal after the unit is connected to power
each time before it is valid. After you dock or power
HeregEverywhere, allow a few seconds to acquire
the clock signal.

The Time Features menu option presents the following
submenu choices:

* Clock

« Alarm Clock

* Program Alert
* Auto Shutdown
« Sleep Mode

Clock

Selecting this menu option allows you to setup the
clock that is shown on the default display.

The following options appear in this submenu:

* Format
* Time Zone
* Daylight Savings Time

Pressing the Select button enters the selected
submenu. Pressing the Menu button returns to

o

the Time Features submenu.

Clock: Format
This option allows you to select between 12-hour
format and 24-hour format.

Clock: Time Zone
This option allows you to select one of the following
time zones:

GMT -9:00
GMT -8:00
GMT -7:00
GMT -6:00
GMT -5:00) Eastern

GMT -4:00) Atlantic

* (GMT -3:30) Newfoundland

Clock: Daylight Savings Time

This option sets whether or not your location observes
daylight savings time (not whether DST is in effect—
this is transmitted in the SIRIUS broadcast).

Alarm Clock

This menu option allows you to set HeregEverywhere
to turn itself on at a selected time, or, if the unit is
already on, beep and flash the display. The last
active channel prior to shutdown will be activated
when the Alarm goes off.

Alarm Clock: Set Alarm

In this mode, you can change the alarm time as
follows: Use the Control Knob (or the remote CH
buttons) to select the hour. Press the Control Knob

Also, you can press the
Power (V) button to cancel the alarm and shut
HerepEverywhere back off or any other key to simply
cancel the alarm and go to music.
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Program Alert

This submenu option allows you to have
HereoEverywhere alert you when a favorite
program is scheduled to start. You can set the
program time and channel number in advance,
and HerepEverywhere will let you know at the
appropriate time.

This submenu presents several options:

* Program Time/Day

» Channel Number

* Program Alert On/Off

Program Alert: Program Time/Day

Use this selection to enter the date and time of
the preferred program.

Program Alert: Channel Number

Use this selection to enter the channel of the
preferred program.

Program Alert: Program Alert On/Off

Use this selection to enable or disable the
Program Alert.

Auto Shutdown

This gives you the option of having HereoEverywhere
automatically shut off after a 1-hour idle period.
After 59 minutes of inactivity, a display prompt will
appear on the screen with the option “Cancel Auto
Shutdown.” Press the Control Knob (or the remote
Select button) to cancel the shutdown and restart
the idle timer.

Sleep Mode

This gives you the option to have the unit shut
down after a specific period of time: 15, 30, 45,
or 60 minutes.

Troubleshooting Guide

Problem Possible Cause Corrective Action

Blown fuse in cigarette lighter adapter

Check the fuse; if blown, replace with
supplied spare fuse

HerepEverywhere not properly seated
in docking cradle

Remove the HerepEverywhere from cradle and
put it back in the cradle, taking care to seat
it securely in the cradle grooves

Car cigarette lighter socket fuse is blown

Use the cigarette lighter to test the car’s cigarette
lighter socket and fuse. If the cigarette lighter
doesn’t glow or get hot, check and replace

No sound

Audio cable is not properly connected

Make sure cable is properly connected
