DO NOT use SAE 10W 40 oil.

o Check oil level before each use. Add oil if need-
ed.

e To read proper level, tighten Engine Oil Cap each
time,

e Reinstall Engine Oil Cop and tighten.

o After the first two (2) hours of mowing, change
the oil, and every 25 hours thereafter. You may
need to change the oil more often under dusty,
dirty conditions.

TO START ENGINE

s To start a cold engine, push Primer five (5) times
before trying to start. Use a firm push. This step
is not usually necessary when starting an engine
which has already run for a few minutes.

e Push Engine Speed Control Lever forward to
HIGH position.

e Hold Operator Presence Control Bar down to the
Handle and pull $tarter Handle quickly. Do not
allow Starter Rope to snap back.

¢ To STOP engine, release Operator Presence Con-
trol Bar.

NOTE: In cooler weather it may be necessary to

repeat priming steps. In warmer weather over prim-

ing may cause flooding and engine will not start. If
you do flood engine wait a few minutes before at-
tempting to start and DO NOT repeat priming steps.
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Under certain condifions, such as very tall grass,
it may be necessary to raise the height of cut to
reduce pushing effort and to keep from
overloading the engine and leaving clumps of
grass clippings.

For extremely heavy cutting, reduce the width of
cut and raise the rear of the lawn mower hous-
ing one (1) whee! adjuster setting higher than the
front for better discharge of grass.

For beiter grass bagging and most cutting con-
ditions, the engine speed should be set in the
“"HIGH’’ (FAST) position.

When using o rear discharge lawn mower in
moist, heavy grass, clumps ot cut grass may not
enter the grass catcher. Reduce ground speed
(Eushing speed) and/or run the lawn mower over
the area a second time.

o If atrail of grass clippings is left on the right side

of a rear discharge lawn mower, mow in o
clockwise direction with a small overlap to col-
lect the clippings on the next pass.

Pores in cloth grass caichers con become filled
with dirt and dust with use and catchers will col-
lect less grass. To prevent this, regularly hose cat-
cher off with water and let dry before using.
Keep top of engine around starter clear and clean
of grass clippings and chaff. This will help engine
air flow and extend engine life.
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¢ Once a year you should replace the Spark Plug,
Air Filter and check Blade for wear. A new Spark
Plug and Air Filter assures proper air-fuel mix-
ture and helps your engine run better and last
longer.

¢ You should check all fasteners and be sure they
are tight.

¢ The recommended tightening torque is 35-40 f1.
Ibs.

o Torque wrenches are available at most Sears
stores and through the catalog.

PLUG.

TO REMOVE BLADE:

e Turn lown mower on its side. Make sure Air Filter
and Carburetor are up.

o Use block of wood between Blade and Lawn
Mower Housing to prevent Blade from turning
when removing the Blade Bolt.

* Protect your hands with gloves and/or wrap

¢ Position the Blade Adapter on the Engine
Crankshaft. Be sure Key in Adapter and Keyway
in Crankshaft are aligned.

= Position Blade on fo the Blade Adapter aligning
the two {2} holes in the Blade with the raised Lugs
on the Adapter.

NOTE: Be sure the word TOP {stamped on the Blade]

is toward the engine {See Fig. 9).

o [nstall the Blade Bolt with the Lockwasher and
Hardened Washer into Blade Adapter and
Crankshaft (See Fig. 9).

» Use block of wood between Blade and Lawn
Mower Housing and tighten the Blade Bolt, turn-
ing clockwise.

CAUTION: A LOOSE BLADE CAN BE DANGEROUS
AND MAY MAKE THE ENGINE HARD TO START.

Use only a Sears authorized replacement Blade to
get the best cutting results.

NOTE: We do not recommend sharpening Blade - but
if you do, be sure the Blade is balanced.

TO SHARPEN BLADE:

o The Blade can be sharpened with a file or on a
grinding wheel. Do not attempt fo sharpen while
on the lawn mower.

¢ Care should be taken to keep the Blade balanc-
ed. An unbaolanced Blade will cause excessive
vibration when running and eventual damage to
lawn mower or engine.

¢ To check Blade balance, drive a nail into a beam
or wall. Leave about one inch of the straight nail
exposed. Place center hole of Blade over the head
of the nail. if Blade is balanced, it should remain
in a horizontal position. If either end of the Blade
moves downward, Blade is not balanced.
Sharpen the heavy end uniil the Blade is
balanced.

GRASS CATCHER

» The Grass Catcher may be hosed with water, but
must be dry when used.

¢ Check your Grass Catcher often for damage or
detferioration. Through normal use it will wear.
it Catcher needs rep?qz;ing, replace only with @
manufacturer approved replacement Catcher
from Sears.

AlR FILTER

Your engine will not run properly and may be
damaged by using o dirty Air Filter.

Replace the Air Filter every year, more often if you
mow in very dusty, dirty conditions. Do not wash Air
Filter.

TO CHANGE AIR FILTER

¢ Remove the Air Filter cover by turning counter-
clockwise to the stop and pull away from Collar
(See Fig. 11}.

o Remove Filter from inside of Cover {See Fig. 11).

= Clean the inside of the Cover and the Collar to
remove any dirt accumulation,

s Insert new Filter into Cover.

o Put Air Filter Cover and Filter into Collar align-
ing the Tab with the Slot.

NOTE: We DO NOT recommend using a garden hose
to clean lawn mower unless the Electrical System,
Muffler, Air Filter, and Carburetor are covered to
keep water out. Water in engine can result in shorten-
ing engine life.
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-CARBURETOR

Your Carburetor has a nen-adjustable fixed main jet
for mixture control. If your engine does not operate
properly due to suspected Carburetor problems, take
your lawn mower to an authorized Sears Service
Center for repair and adjustment.

ENGINE SPEED

Your engine speed has been factory set. Do not af-
tempt to increase engine speed or it may result in per-
sonal injury. If you believe that engine is running too
fast or too slow, take your lawn mower to an
avthorized Sears Service Center for repair and
adjustment,

REAR DEFLECTOR

The Rear Deflector,attached between the Rear
Wheels of your lawn mower, is provided to minimize
the possibility that objects will be thrown out the rear
of the lawn mower into the operator’s mowing
position.

If the Rear Deflector becomes dumaged, it should
be replaced.

TO ADJUST HANDLE

Your Lawn Mower Handle can be raised or lowered

for your mowing comfort. Figs. 12A, 12B, 13A and

138 show the four {4} positions that are available:

High, Medium High, Medium Low and Low. Handles

are shipped mounted in the Medium Low position

{See Fig. 12A)

¢ To change from Medium Low to Medium High
position, the Upper and Lower Handle sections
will have to be turned over {See Fig. 12B).

o Remove the Controls and Operator Presence Con-
trol Bar from the Upper Handle,

* Remove the Starter Rope Guide from the Lower
Handle.

¢ Remove Hairpin Cotters.

» Disconnect the Lower Handle from the Handle
Brackets {See Fig. 14}.

¢ Turn the Handle over and reassemble the Hair-
pin Cotters that have been removed {See Fig. 14).
