TILLING/CULTIVATING TIPS
TILLING

« Tilling is digging into, turning over, and breaking up
packed soil before ntantirl?v Loose, unpacked soif helps
root growth. Best tilling depth is 4" to 6". A Tiller will
also clear the soil of unwanted vegetation. The decom-
position of this vegelable matter enriches the soil. De-
pending on the climate (rainfall and wind), it may be
advisable to till the soil at the end of the growing sea-
son to further condition the soil.

» Soil conditions are important for proper lilling. Tines
will not readily penetrate dry, hard soil which may con-
Iribute to excessive bounce and difficult handling of
your Tiller, Hard soil should be moistened before till-
ing; however, extremely wet soil will "ball-up” or clump
during tiling, Wait until the soil is less wet in order to
achieve the best results. When tilling in the fall, re-
move vines and long grass to prevent them from wrap-
ping around the Tine Shaft and slowing your tilling
operation.
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OPERATION

» For easier handling of your Tiller, leave about 8 inches
of untilled soil between the first and second tifling
passes. The third pass will be between the first and

second (Fig. 17).

CULTIVATING

Cultivating is destroying the weeds between rows {o pre-
vent therm from robbing nourishment and molisture from
the planis. At the same time, breaking up the upper layer
of soit crust will help retain moisture in the soil. Best
digging depth is 1" to 3". Lower the Outer Side Shields to
protect small piants from being buried.

« Cuttivate up and down the rows at a speed which will
allow Tines to uproot weeds and leave the ground in
rough condition, promoting no further growth of weeds
and grass (Fig. 18).

To avoid
Engine problems, the fuel system should be emptied be-
fore storage of 30 days or longer.

Gasoline stored for several months will lose ils volatility
{ability to burn effectively); therefore, always use up gaso-

line at the end of the season. Do not slore, spill, or use
gasoline near an open flame or devices such as a slove,
furnace, or water heater which utilize a pilot light or de-
viges that can create a spark.
