Even if the maximum recording
time of a MiniDisc has not been
reached, “DISC FULL” or “TOC

If a MiniDisc has been recorded or ed-
ited repeatedly or if a MiniDisc has
scratches on it, it may not be possible to
record the maximum number of tracks on
it.

Even if the number of tracks and
the recording time have not
reached the limit, “DISC FULL”
may be displayed.

If there are scratches on a disc, the unit
will automatically avoid recording in those
areas. The recording time will be reduced.

Even if several short tracks are
erased, the remaining recording
time may not show an increase.

When the remaining recording time of a
disc is displayed, short tracks less than
12 seconds long may not be included in
the total.

Two tracks may not be combined
in editing.
