Installing/Uninstalling the Software

System Requirements

System requirements for this software program is as follow.

Installing the Software

If .Net Framework 2.0 or later is not installed on your computer, work in an environment where you can connect to the Internet.

You will need to connect to the Internet to install .Net Framework.

1. Exit all running software applications.

Insert the supplied CD-ROM into the CD-ROM drive of the computer.

This completes the installation process. .
When installation is finished, the “USB Flash Drive Media Tool” shortcut icon (Ei-{a ) will be created on the desktop.

When Windows XP is used, click “Remove”.

. For the remainder of the procedure, follow the instructions shown on the screen.

When the “User Account Control” dialog box appears, click “Yes” (or “Continue”).

This completes the uninstallation process.

Before using this software, back up the files on the USB
flash drive.

Up to 600 files can be handled in the slideshow folder.

* To delete a file, select the file and then select “Delete
selected file” from the Edit menu, or press the [Delete]
key on your keyboard.

» To display the contents of a file, select the file and then
select “Enable Preview” from the Setting menu.

Moves the selected file up or down.

(2) “Sort by file name (ascending)”
“ “Sort by file name (descending)”

Sorts the displayed files by name in ascending or
descending order.

(3) Shows files of the selected type normally and grays
out all other files.

(4) Shows the number of files in the folder and the total
data size.

The files is written to the USB flash drive.

To refresh the information, click “Refresh”.

The files are saved to the USB flash drive. When finished,
a message appears. Click “OK”.

. Select “Exit” from the File menu.
