Instructions to use the Equipment Safely:
The following guidelines are a minimum standard to be followed when operating a snow
blower.

Staff must read, understand and follow all safety practices in the Owner/Operator
Manual before starting and operating the unit. Staff must understand the functions of all
the controls and how to operate them and how to STOP in an emergency.

Operate a unit only when there is good visibility.

Wear adequate winter outer garments (no loose clothing, scarves etc. that could get
caught in machine) and proper footwear.

Wear adequate safety gear including safety glasses (with side shields) and (appropriate
hearing protection) and protective gloves.

Use only approved extension cords and receptacles when starting units equipped with
an electric starter.

Do not leave a running unit unattended.

The machine must be turned off and all moving parts are at rest before removing
materials that may be stuck. Use a small shovel, tool or stick to inspect or remove
foreign objects.

Do not fill or drain a fuel tank indoors and clean up spilled fuel. Make sure the engine
is turned off and has cooled down before re-filling tank.

i the unit should start 1 vibwate abnormally. stop
tha engine and chock immediately for the cause,
Vibeation is genaraliy a warrsng of troutile.

Stop the engine whenever you ieava the
aperating position, before unclogoing the
dischargs chute, and when making any repairs,
adjustments, o Bspections,

When cleaning, repairing, of mspecting, make
Sertain that the rotor Blades and all mewing pasts
have stapped.

Do not run the sngine indoors, except when
starting 4 and for moving the snowthrower in or
aut of the bullding. Coen the outside doors;
exhaust fumas are dangerous.

Do not clear snow across the face of slopes.
Exercisa extreme caution whan charging
dirgction un siopes. Do not attempt B cloar steep
slopes.

Never operate the snowtfrower without propae
guiwds, plates, or other safety protactive devices
in place,

Never operate the snowthrower neay glass
enclosurss, automobilss, window walls, and
drop-ofls withowt propery adiusting the snow
discharge angle. Keep children and pots away.
Do not overload the maching capaoity by
atempling to clear saow at fon fast a rate,

Look behind and use care when backing up with
the snowthrower,

Newar dirsct the dischargs at bystanders or sHow
anyens in fromt of the unit,

Never aperate the snowthrower withoud good
visibifity o Sght. Always be sure of your Tooting,
and keep a firm hold on the handle. Walk; ngver
run,

Check afl tasteners at frequent intervals for
proper ighiness o be sure that the epipmeant is
i sale working condition.

Never store the machine with Tuel i the fust il
inside & bulkfing whers ignition sources e
presant, such as hol vater and space heaters
and clothes dryars. Aliow the engine o coal
tiefore storing in any encinsure,

Always rolar 10 1S operator's marual for
impentant detaifs f the snowthrower is to be
stored for an axterded period,

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Toro Snowthrower Safety

The following list contains safety information specific
to Toro products or other safety information that you
must know.

* Rotating rotor blades can injure fingers or
hands. Stay behind the handles and away from
the discharge opening white oparating the
snowthrower. Keep your face, hands, feet, and
any other part of your body or clothing away
from moving or rotating parts.

* Before adjusting, cieaning, repaiting, and
inspecting the snowthrower, and bafore
unclogging the discharge chule, stop the
engine, remove the key, and wait for all
moving parts to stop.

* Use a stick, not your hands, 1o remove
cbstructions from the discharge chute.

* Before leaving the operating position, stop the
angine, remove the key, and wait for all maving
parts o stop,

* Do not wear lcose-fitting clothing that could get
caught in moving parts,

« ifashield, safety device, or decal is damaged,
ilegible, or lost, repair or replacs # before
Daginning operation. Also, tighten any loose
fasteners.

* Do not smaoke while handling gasciine.
+ Do not use the snowthrowar on a topt,

+ Do not touch the engine whils it is running or
soon alter it has stopped because the engine
may be hot enough to cause a bumn,

*  Perform only those maintenance instructions
described in this manual Before performing any
maintenancs, service, or adjustment, stop the
engine, ramove the key, and disconnect the wire
from tha spark glug. i maor repairs are evar
needed, contact your Authorized Service Dagier.

* Do notchange the govermor seftings on the
angine,

* When storing the snowthrower far more than 30
days, drain the fuel from the fuei tank to praverd a
polential hazard. Store fusd in an approved fusl
container. Remove the key from the ignition
swatch bafora storing the snowthrower,

* Purchase only genuine Toro replacoment pans
and accessorias.
