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INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE INSTALLER

Install the appliance in a well
ventilated room or close to a
window since, whilst drying,
the tumble dryer will expel a
certain amount of moist air.

Room temperature must not
exceed 35°C.

Condensation may be
discharged through a vent
outlet provided at the back.

With the special plastic

flexible tube (vent hose),
which can be purchased from
either your retailer or local
service centre, you may
discharge condensation
directly outdoors.
The length of the vent hose
must not be more than 2 m
and it must not contain more
than two bends when it is
placed in position for
operation.

It is absolutely essential not
to connect the flexible vent
hose to, for example, a
chimney or flue pipe
designed to carry the exhaust
from a fuel burning heating
appliance.

The capacity of the venting
circuit must be at least
150 m*/h.

The tumble dryer must be
installed in a clean place,
where dirt does not build up.

Make sure there are no
obstructing items or materials
near the air-intake louvres
provided at the back (such as
for example paper, rags,
etc.).

Level the tumble dryer into

place by screwing or un-
screwing the front feet as
required.
Accurate levelling will keep
vibration and noise to a mini-
mum when the dryer is in
use.

If the plug that is fitted to
your appliance is not suitable
for your socket outlet, it must
be cut off and the appropri-
ate plug fitted.

The cut off plug should be
disposed of to prevent the
hazard of electric shocks in
case it should be plugged into
a 13 Amp socket in another
part of your home.

Important

The wires in this mains lead
are coloured in accordance
with the following code:

If you fit your own plug,
the colours of the wires in the
mains lead of your appliance
may not correspond with the
markings identifying the
terminals in your plug, this is
what you have to do:

Connect the green and
yellow (earth) wire to the
terminal in the plug which is
marked with the letter «E» or
coloured green, or green and
yellow.

Connect the blue (neutral)
wire to the terminal in the
plug which is marked with
the letter «N» or coloured
black.

Connect the brown (live)
wire to the terminal which is
marked with the letter «L» or
coloured red.

The plug moulded on to the
cord incorporates a fuse. For
replacement, use a 13 Amp
BS 1362 fuse.

Only ASTA approved fuses
should be used.

The fuse cover/carrier must
be replaced in the event of
changing fuse.

The right fuse cover/carrier
colour is the one shown by
the coloured insert at base of
the plug.

The plug must not be used
if the fuse cover/carrier is
lost.

A replacement cover/car-
rier must be obtained from
Zanussi Service Agents
whose addresses are listed on
the attached «Service and
Spares Nationwide».

In addition, avoid connec-
ting the dryer to the same
socket as your washing
machine (or any other appli-
ance) by means of an
adaptor.

Have an extra socket
installed if necessary by a
qualified electrician.

The selector dial is marked
with times in minutes
corresponding with those on
the chart (page 10).

To set the machine to the
selected time, turn the dial
clockwise until the time you
want coincides exactly with
the pointer.

Never attempt to turn the
dial in an anticlockwise
direction.

STARTING
THE TUMBLE DRYER

Load the damp laundry and
then, before starting the
appliance, carry out follow-
ing checks:

— The mains switch is on.

— The vent hose, if you have
one, is in position.

— The door is properly

closed.

Select the drying time by
turning the selector dial
clockwise to the required
time (see chart on page 10).

Upon completion of the
programme, the selector dial
turns automatically to the
STOP position and thus
interrupts operation of the
machine.

Remove the laundry from
the machine.

The programme being
carried out can Dbe
interrupted at any given
moment by turning the
selector dial to the STOP
position.

The selected drying time
can be extended when the
original programme is
completed, by resetting the
control knob for a further
period of drying.

It is better to select a time
which is too short and then
set the dial for a further
period if necessary.

Select the drying time
according to your experi-
ence.

The programme guide is
designed to help you.

Remember that during the
last 8 minutes of the opera-
tion the heat is cut off in
order to carry out a fabric
cooling phase, which pre-
vents any creasing or
crumpling of the fabrics.

® However, the best and
most economical load is the
maximum indicated for the
different types of fabric.

o Always load well spun
laundry.

The higher the spin speed the
lower is electric energy
consumption and the shorter
is the drying time.

@ Do not leave the damp
laundry load in a heap too
long before drying.

® Sort the laundry out:
Separate synthetics from
cotton and linen and dry
them separately.

® Close poppers and zips
and fasten any buttons found
loose.

® Do not use the tumble
dryer to dry the following:

- Dry-cleaned fabrics or
fabrics cleaned with
chemical solvents.

- Woollen garments and
those manufactured from
synthetic/wool mixtures of
the heat-shrinkable type.

- Very delicate articles such
as silk and curtains made of
synthetic material.

- Foam-rubber articles.

- Fibre-glass articles.

® In some cases, labels on
articles may also be of help.

@ Avoid drying dark clothes
with light coloured fluffy
items such as towels as they
could attract the fluff.

@ If you overdry thelaundry,
besides wasting energy, any
subsequent ironing may
become more difficult
because the fabric could be
heavily crumpled.

® Remove the laundry when
the dryer has finished drying.

o To avoid a static charge
when drying is completed,
use either a fabric softener
when you are washing the
laundry or a fabric
conditioner specifically for
tumble dryers.

® When you have finished
tumble drying do not forget
to clean the filter. If the filter
is dirty, drying times are
increased considerably and
consequently energy con-
sumption is also increased.
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IMPORTANT

You are advised to unplug the
appliance before all cleaning

and maintenance operations.

Use only soap and water
and then dry thoroughly.

From time to time, apply a
little wax furniture cream
with a soft cloth.

CLEANING
THE DOOR

Clean periodically the
interior part of the door to
eliminate any fluff.

Only an accurate cleaning
ensures a correct drying.
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Your dryer will only
function well if the filter is
clean.

The filter collects all the
«luff» which accumulates
during drying and it must
therefore be removed and
cleaned at the end of each
programme.

To remove the filter it is
sufficient to lift it up.

The filter can be opened for
easy cleaning,

It is perfectly normal for
fluff to accumulate in the
filter during drying. In fact,
even fabrics dried in the open
air lose their fibres, but we do
not notice it.

I n some cases, functional problems may be due to lack of basic maintenance or to
incorrect procedures when starting the machine and, in such cases, may be easily solved

without the need for a service call.
