Location and Levelling

Place the appliance away from heat
sources and in such a way that air can
circulate freely to the back of the
cabinet. Level by adjusting the special
levelling feet on the bottom of the
cabinet.

Before using

Remove all securing tapes. Wash inside
the appliance with lukewarm water and
a little bicarbonate of soda (one
teaspoonful to one quart of water).

Do not use soap or detergent as the
smell might linger. Dry thoroughly.
Repeat the above for regular cleaning
of your appliance.
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Operation

I'he appliance has two completely
independent compartments — one for
refrigeration and the other for deep-
freezing. The upper compartment is a
normal refrigerator suitable for storing
food and drinks. The lower
compartment is a four-star ( PEEY)
freezer suitable for long term storage
of commercially rozen food marked by
the three-star symbol (6888), (i.e. for 3
months, unless otherwise stated by the
manufacturer), for freezing fresh food
and also for making ice cubes. Do not
exceed the storage times shown by the
manufacturers on the commercially
frozen food packets (i.e.: the storage
limits indicated by the number of
astars»).

Refrigerator-Starting-Up,
Temperature, Regulation and
Storage

To start the refrigerator turn the knob
of the thermostat A - Fig. 1 clockwise
beyond «e»position. The temperature
increases (less cold) by turning the
thermostat knob anti-clockwise; it
decreases (more cold) turning it
clockwise. A medium setting is
generally the most suitable. However, a
higher setting (more cold) may be
required if the refrigerator is affected
by abnormal operating conditions such
as poor ventilation, high ambient
temperature and frequent door
openings.

To obtain the best results from the
refrigerator neither hot food nor
liquids, which may evaporate, should be
placed inside the refrigerator
compartment; cover all food,
particularly food with a strong aroma,;
place meat to be stored in a special
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hermetically-sealed box, which should
be placed on the glass shelf above the
vegetable crispers, do not pack shelves
too tighlly or cover shelves with paper,
so as not to obstruct the free
circulation of air.

The inner walls of the refrigerator
compartment incorporate a number of
shelf-carrying runners which allow the
shelves to be placed at the various
levels. Furthermore, the upper shelf can
be tilted as in Fig. 2. This will make a
handy bottle rack for wines and
beverages.

Drink-chiller

The drink-chiller, which — depending on
the type of appliance — is locatled
either on the inner door or on the inner
liner ceiling of the refrigerator
compartment, can easily be removed
from its runners for filling up.

To draw out the drink, push the glass
against the arms of the special
dispenser tap. When the glass is
removed, the tap closes automatically.
To clean the drink chiller, fill with hot
water adding a tablespoonful of baking
soda, then wash taking eare to turn the
tap on and off several times so as to
clear it of any sugar deposits that may
have formed.

Empty the container and rinse with
clean water.

Defrosting the refrigerator

Frost is automatically eliminated {rom
the evaporator of the refrigerator
compartment overy time the
compressor stops,

Defrost water deains out through a
trough into a special container on the
back of the apyliamee where it
evaporales.

Important

The defrost water drain opening (Fig.
3), located at the center ol the special
conveyor of the refrigerator

compartment, should be cleancd at
regular intervals in order (o prevent
the defrost water from overllowing and
dripping onto the food stored in this
compartment.

Deep-freezer - Starting-Up -
Temperature Adjustment

To start the freezer, sel thermostat
knob «B» Fig. 1 on number 1 and then
depress controls «C» and «D» g, 1:
«NORMAL» (slorage) operittion is
obtained by depressing switch «C» so
that its green light turms on, whereas
«SUPER» (quick-[recze) operation is
obtained by depressing switeh «D» so
that its yellow light comes on. On the
«NORMAL» setting (green ligrht ON),
the temperature in the [reezer is
automatically adjusted by a thermostat
in order to obtain a suitable
temperature for the storage of the
frozen and deep-frozen food. However,
if the applinnece works in infavourable
room conditions such as poor
ventilation, high ambient temperature
and frequent door openings, it might be
necessary o sclect a higher setting

(to obtain a colder temperature) by
turning the thermostat knob (B - Fig. 1)
clockwise to the higher numbers.
Converscly, if you require less eold,
turn the knob in the opposite direction
towards the lower numbers.

Caution

The red warning light (I - Fig. 1),
which is to be found next to the
controls, indicates, when it lights up,
that the temperaturce in the freezer has
climbed to a level where the safe
storage of frozen food is no longer
ensured. Needless to say, when the
appliance is first started or when fresh
food to be frozen is first placed in the
freezer, this warning light will stay on
until the temperature has dropped to a
safe level for the storage of the
foodstuffs.

Warning

Waler ices, if consumed immediately
after removal from the freezer, can
possibly result in a low-lemperature
skin burn condition. It can be
dangerous Lo place in the freezer sealed
vessels that contain carbonated liquids
(fizzy drinks, etc.).

If the appliance has not worked
previously or after a period of inaction,
it must be left to run for at least three
hours with the fast-freeze switch on
the «on» position (yellow light «on»)
belore storing frozen food inside; then
switch it off (yellow light «off»).
When the appliance is on normal
operation (storage), the temperature in
the freezer is kept steady by the
thermostat which can be adjusted by
turning knob B - Fig. 1. The best
temperature for safe storage of frozen
food should be a little colder or at least
equal to -18°C.

To correctly adjust the temperature,
follow the directions under paragraph:
«Freezer - starting-up and lemperalure
adjustment». To obtlain the best
service from the appliance it is
advisable to make sure that the frozen
foods have been properly stored by the
retailer and that their transfer from
retailer to consumer is ellecled in the
shortest time possible. Moreover it is
important not Lo exeeed the storage
period indicated by the producer of the
frozen food. Also, do not open the door
often or leave it open longer than
absolutely necessary.
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Important

If the power fails when storing frozen
food, do not open the door at all while
the power is off. The frozen food will
not deteriorate in any way if the power
failure is of short duration and the
freezer is full.

The thermometer « F» - Fig. 1
incorporated in this model, has a double
temperature scale extending from
negative to positive degrees Centigrade
and the readings given by the same are
to be regarded as a mere indication.

To correctly freeze and store the food,
follow the directions given in the
preceding paragraphs.

Useful hints

On the door liner you will find a
pictorial guide with numbers shown
next Lo cach type of meat or food and
these numbers indicate the

approximate storage time in months
from the freeze-in date.

On the front part of the sliding drawers
or freezer compartments are fitted
special contents cards which can be out
and on which you may enter by pencil a
deseription of the contents.

Warning

In (he upper part of the freezer
compartiment is located the inner light.
If the door is kept open for an
extended period of time, the inner light
will turn off automatically. This light
will then go on and off to avoid
building up too much heat.

Deftrosting the treezer

Whilst in operation the inner liner
becomes progressively covered with
frost. This should be removed with the
special plastic seraper provided
whenever the thickness of frost
exceeds 1/4. During this operation it is
not necessary to switch off the power
supply or remove the foodstuffs.
However, when the ice becomes very
thick on the inner liner, complete
defrosting should be carried out as ice
acls as an insulator and prevents the
cold from reaching the food.

It is advisable to carry out this
operation when the appliance is empty.
If frozen foods are removed to defrost
the deep freezer, wrap them in several
newspaper sheets and place in a cold
spot. A temperature rise of the frozen
food packs during defrosting may
shorten the storage life thus the period
of up to 3 months quoted may not
apply.

To carry out complete defrosting
proceed as follows:

— Turn off the normal operation switch
(C - Fig. 1), the green light will go out;

— Leave the door open and place a
bowl of hot water inside the freezer
compartment (with a picce of
cardboard underneath as a protection):
the hot water will aceelerate the
defrosting process.

Defrost water will drain through the
trough placed at the center front side
of the appliance, between the base and
the door, and it should be collected by
placing a basin (container) underncath.
When defrosting is completed, dry the
freczer thoroughly, close the door and
start the appliance by depressing
switches «C» and «D» (green and
yellow lights will come on) and let it
run for at least three hours, then replace
the food in the freczer and disconnect
the quick-freeze switch (the yellow light
will go out).
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Door reversal
directions

Attention

Unplug the appliance from the power
supply before carrying out the below-
mentioned operations.

To carry out this reversal, rest the
appliance on the back and go through
the following steps:

d. Top, middle and bottom hinge
Using a blade serewdriver or a spanner,
remove that door rotating pivot

(A - Fig. 4) from the bottom hinge; slide
out the lower door from the middle
hinge; remove the middle hinge; slide -
out the door from the top hinge.
Remove the door rotaling pivot

(A - Fig. 5) from the top hinge

(B - Fig. 5) and refit in the hinge on the
opposite side taking care to interpose
the tab washer (C - Fig. 5); refit the
door taking care to slip the upper hinge
rotation pivot into the bush provided

The middle hinge (which can be
displaced horizontally by about 3 mm)
is designed to allow perfect alignment
of the two doors; this can ecasily be
attained by going through the following
sleps:

— Loosen the two screws fixing the
hinge to the cabinet.

— SlighUly adjust the hinge until perfeet
alignment of the doors is obtained, then
fix the hinge in its new position.

b. Upper and lower door handles
Remove the handle by unscrewing the
two fastening screws (Fig. 7); refit the
two screws in the same locations; refit
the handle upside-down on the opposite
side of the door by means of the pre-
fitted screws.

C. Checking the magnetic door

seal for airtightness

After returning the refrigerator to an
upright position, check by opening and
closing the door several times that the
rubber seal around the door is not
warped.

If any defect is detected, lay down the
appliance again, loosen the screws of
the top and bottom hinge, and adjust
the seal after slightly raising the door
and then retighten the screws of the
two hinges.

Airtightness of the magnetic seal can
be verified by inserting a thin sheet of
paper (for instance, from an exercise-
book) between the seal and the cabinet,
and this sheet of paper should resist
traction, i.e.: it should not slide through
the door.

If it does slide, adjust the hinges

again repeating the above procedure.
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d. Fast-freezing compartment door

Whenever door reversal has been
arried out, the fast-lveezing
compartment door should also be
reversed to allow best access
conditions. For this purpose proceed as
follows:

Using a Phillips (crosshead)
screwdriver, remove door catch support
«A» - Fig. 8; remove the two hinges
«B» - Fig. 8 and the relevant door; fit
door catch support « A» upside-down,
on the opposite side of the inner liner:
fit the door and its hinges «B» - Fig. 8
on the opposite side, taking care to
turn them upside-down.

Check correct operation of the door.

Door panelling directions

To [it the front panel, if so required, go
through the following steps:

Take off the removable section of the
door frame {rom the opposite side with
respect to the hinges after unscrewing
the securing screws (Fig. 9). Unloose,
without removing them, all securing
screws of the door frame.

Slide in, on the side from which the
removable section of the door frame
was taken off, the covering panel and
push it in all the way.

Fasten again the frame to the door,
including the previously removed
detachable frame section.

Note: The over-all dimensions of the
covering front panel should be

1+ 2 mm smaller than those of the
door, and the thickness should not
exceed 4 mm.

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Maintenance

Prior to undertaking any

maintenance operation, be sure to
unplug the appliance from the wall
socket as a safety precaution.

Clean out the interior periodically with
lukewarm water and bicarbonate of
soda, the cabinet exterior with a Silicon
wax spray, the condenser and the
motor compressor with a brush or a
vacuum cleaner. During periods when
the appliance is not in use, take the
following precautions:

Unplug the freezer from the power
supply;

Take out all the foodstuffs contained in
the cabinet;

Clean the inside and all accessories;
leave the door ajar Lo facilitate the
circulation of air so as to avoid the
formation of unpleasant smells.
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Servicing

Should service be required for this
appliance, contact your local Service
Agent but before requesting service the
following simple checks may save you
inconvenience and expense:

Check that the cabinet light comes on
when the door is opened (refrigerator)
or that the green light is on (freezer);
Check that the plug-is firmly in thes
wall socket and that all controls are
correctly set;
