Any plumbing work required to ingal this appliance
should be carried out by a qudified plumber or
competent person.

Any dectrica work required to ingtall this appliance
should be carried out by a qualified eectrician or
competent person.

Care must be taken to ensure that the gppliance does
not stand on the eectrical supply cable.

If the machine is situated on a carpeted floor, please
adjust the feet in order to alow air to circulate fredly.

Child Safety

This appliance is designed to be operated by adults.
Children should not be alowed to tamper with the
controls or play with the product.

Pets and children have been known to climb into
washing machines. Please check your drum before
use.

The glass door becomes very hot during the washing
cycle. Keep children away from the vicinity of the
gppliance whilgt it isin operation.

Keep al packaging well away from children.

Keep al detergentsin a safe place out of children’s
reech.

Always unplug the appliance and turn off the water
supply after use.

Do not overload the appliance. See relevant section
in the instruction book.

Only wash fabrics which are designed to be mechine
washed. If in doulot, conault the carelabd onthe dothes

Before washing, ensure that al pockets are empty
and buttons and zips are fastened. Avoid washing
frayed or torn articles and treat stains such as paint,
ink, rust, and grass before washing. Underwired bras
must NOT be machine washed.

Any objects such as coins, safety pins, nails, screws,
stones or any other hard, sharp materid can cause
extensive damage and must not be placed into the
machine.

Garments which have been in contact with volatile
petroleum products should not be machine washed.
If volatile cleaning fluids are used, care should be
taken to ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

Wash small items such as socks, laces, washable
belts etc in awashing bag or pillow case asit is
possible for such items to dip down between the tub
and the inner drum.

Only use the advised quantities of fabric softener.
Damage to the fabric can ensueif you over-fill.
Refer to the manufacturer’s recommendations of
quantities.

As some duvets and eiderdowns should be washed
in large commercial machines because of their bulk,
please check with the manufacturer of the item
before washing in adomestic machine.

Leave the porthole door dightly gjar between washes
to preserve the door sedl.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair
the machine yourself. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious
mafunctioning. Contact your local Service Force
Centre. Alwaysingist on genuine spare parts.
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(1) Your New Washing Machine

Your new washing machine meets all modern requirements for effective treatment of laundry
with low water, energy and detergent consumption.

Even small loads are washed “economically” because the amount of water used is regulated
automatically according to the load and type of fabric.

Automatic cooling of the wash water to 60°C
before draining, with the 95°C programme. This
reduces therma shock to fabrics, helping to prevent
creasing.

The special wool programme with its new delicate
wash system treats your woollens with extreme care.

The balance control device ensuresthat the
washing machine remains stable when spinning.

W Ecological hints

To save water and energy and help protect the
environment, we recommend that you follow these
hints;

Normally soiled laundry may be washed without
prewashing in order to save detergent, water and
time (the environment is protected too!).

The machine works more economicdly if it isfully
loaded.

With adequate pre-treatment, stains and limited
soiling can be removed; the laundry can then be
washed at alower temperature.

Measure out detergent according to the water

hardness, the degree of soiling and the quantity of
laundry being washed.

Important
Your machine is fitted with a balance control device, which ensures the machine is stable during the spin.

If the wash load appears not to have been spun sufficiently at the end of the wash cycle, because it is not evenly
digtributed in the drum, the balance control device may have operated. It will therefore be necessary to redistribute the
wash load manualy and select a spin programme. For more detailed information see the section headed “ Something
Not Working”.

Press this button to switch the washing machine on.
Press the ON/OFF button again to switch the machine
off.

2 MAINS-ON light

Thislight is connected to the ON/OFF button. It lights
up when you press the button, and goes out when you
pressit again.

3 FABRICS button

Press this button repeetedly to sdect the programme on
the badis of the type of laundry to be washed.

Press this button repeatedly to increase or decrease the
temperature, if you want your laundry to be washed at a
temperature different from the one proposed by the
washing machine. The relevant light will light up.
Maximum temperatures are 95°C for cotton, 60°C for
synthetic fabrics, 40°C for ddlicate fabrics and wooal.

@ IMPORTANT!

By pressing the TEMPERATURE and SPIN SPEED
buttons simultaneoudy, the acoudtic signd is
deactivated at the end of the cycle, when sdlecting
the programmes and in case of an incorrect option
sdlection .

By pressing these 2 buttons again the acoustic signal
is reactivated.

5 SPIN SPEED button

Press this button repeatedly to change the spin speed, if
you want your laundry to be spun at a speed different
from the one proposed by the washing machine. The
relevant light will light up.
Maximum speeds are;
« for cotton: 1400 rpm (FR 1450W)

1200 rpm (FR 1250W-FR 12509));
« for synthetic fabrics and wool 900 rpm;
« for delicate fabrics. 700 rpm.
RINSE HOLD position when you choose this option,
the machine will not drain the water of the last rinse, s0
as not to crease the laundry.

At the end of the cycle, the light of the START/PAUSE
button goes out, the =1 and J lights go on, the
DOOR LOCKED light remainslit, to indicate that the
water must be drained.

To complete the cycle, first press SKIP/RESET button

and then choose one of the following options:

« Drain only &J:

- Press FABRICS button in order to select the desired
programme and press 3 times SKIP/RESET button
until the light &9 goes on. Then depress
START/PAUSE button.
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« Drain 49 and Spin ©:

- Choose the previoudy sdected programme by means

6 OPTIONS button

available for wool).

The prewash ends with a short spinin programmes
for cotton and synthetic fabrics, whereasin the
programme for delicate fabrics the water is only
drained.

« 40 AA: this option can be sdlected for cottons and
synthetics lightly or normally soiled with a
temperature of 40°C or higher.

If you sdlect 40°C together with option 40 AA, the
machine will prolong the time at 40°C in the washing
phase. On cotton programme thiswill dlow an A class
in energy efficiency and washing performance to be
achieved.

If you select 95°C, 60°C or 50°C and pressthe 40 AA
button, the washing temperature will be reduced and
the washing time will be prolonged.

The PREWASH, the 40 AA and HALF LOAD options
cannot be sdected together by means of the relevant
button.

* HALF LOAD: sdect this option to reduce water
consumption on the rinse cycde when washing asmaler
load of cottons o linens (maximum load size=2.5 kg).
The machine perform 2 rinsesingtead of 3.

7 START/PAUSE button <&

This button has two functions;

» Sart: after you have sdected the desired programme
and options, press this button to start the washing
machine. The light above the button will stop flashing
and remain lit.

» Pause: when you press this button again, the
programme in progressisinterrupted. The light above
the button will start flashing. To restart the
programme, press the button again.

Important! You must set the washing machine to
PAUSE before you make any change in the programme
in progress.

Before the first wash we recommend that you pour 2
litres of water into the main wash compartment 1Y) of
the detergent drawer in order to activate the ECO valve.
Then run a cotton cycle a 60°C, with the machine
empty, in order to remove any manufacturing residue
from the drum and tub.

Pour half a measure of detergent into the main wash
compartment and start up the machine.

9. Start the programme

Press the START/PAUSE button. The relevant light will
stop flashing, the DOOR LOCKED light will light up,
and only the light relevant to the phase that isin
progress will remain lit.

10. How to change a programme
during its cycle

Before you make any change, you must pause the
washing machine by pressing the START/PAUSE
button.

It is possible to change any phase before the programme
carriesit out.

Changing the type of fabric or temperature is possible,
obvioudy, only during the washing phase. When you
make a change in these two parameters, the washing
machine will resume the cycle from the beginning.

If it is necessary to drain the water in order to change
the programme in progress, proceed as follows:

» PAUSE the machine by pressing the START/PAUSE
button;

* press the SKIP/RESET button repeatedly, until only
the light & remainslit;

* pressthe START/PAUSE button again.

You may now sdect anew programme and press the
START/PAUSE button to Start it.
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11. How to cancel a programme
during its cycle

To cancd aprogramme that is being carried out, first
pause the washing machine by pressing the
START/PAUSE button, then press the SKIP/RESET
button repeatedly, until the phase indicator lights go out.

12. How to open the door during
the cycle of a programme

You can open the door, after having set the washing

machine to PAUSE, provided the following conditions

exist:

* the washing machine is not in the heating phase
beyond 55°C;

« theleve of the water is not high;

* the drum is not turning.

If these requirements are met, when you pause the
washing machine, the DOOR LOCKED light goes out
and the door can be opened.

Should it not be possible to open the door, and should it
be absolutdly necessary to do 0, switch the machine off
by pressing the ON/OFF button.

After approximately 3 minutes, you can open the door.

Pay attention to the level and temperature of the
water in the washing machine!

When you close the door and press the ON/OFF button
again, the washing machine will resume the programme
from the point where it had been interrupted.

13. End of programme

At the end of the programme, the washing machine
stops automatically and gives an audible signdl.

If you had sdlected the RINSE HOL D option, the light
of the START/PAUSE button goes off, the phase
indicator lights &3 and I go on and the DOOR
LOCKED light remains it to indicate that the water
must be drained.

To complete the cycle, first press SKIPRESET button

and then choose one of the following options:

The DOOR LOCKED light goes out at once.

Note: when you switch the machine on, if you must
erase the previoudy performed programme, it isaso
sufficient to press the FABRICS button and select anew
programme.

Press the ON/OFF button to switch the machine off.
The rdevant light will go out.
Remove the laundry from the washing machine.

Check whether the drum is completely empty, by
rotating it with your hand. The purpose of thisisto
prevent any items of laundry from remaining
accidentaly in the drum, where they might get damaged
in a subsequent wash (e.g. by shrinking) or bleed colour
into another load of laundry.

We advise you to close the water supply tap and
disconnect the plug from the socket.

Leave the door gar in order to ar the washing machine.
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(i) Washing Hints

Do NOT overload the machine. Weigh the laundry the
first few times you use the appliance.

The average weights of the most common items are
listed below as aguide:

1000g =1kg

Sheet 700-1000 ¢
Fillow case 100-200g
Tablecloth 400-500 g
Serviette 50-100g
Teatowe 70-120¢g
Linen hand towel 100-150 g
Towelling hand towel 150-250 g
Towelling bath towel 700-1000 g
Bath robe 1000-1500 g
Man's shirt 200-300 g
Apron 150-200 g

» Load the laundry loosdly alternating large items with
small ones.

 Sort the laundry according to the type of fabric,
colour-fastness and how dirty it is.

» Avoid washing unhemmed or torn items as they may
unravel.

» Before washing, empty al pockets of small objects
which may have been left indde (coins, keys, screws
etc). as these could damage the drain pump.

»  When washing curtains, remove the hooks.

» Close poppers and zips and fasten loose buttons.

» Itisessentia to wash new coloured items separately
when washing for the first time.

»  When washing fabrics requiring different wash
temperatures together, dways sdect the lowest
temperature.

» Whiteitems should not be washed with coloured
items.

» Very smadl items (handkerchiefs, ribbons, socks etc)
should be washed in awashing bag or a pillow case.

» Useagood quality detergent suitable for automatic
washing machines.

Use the correct quantities of detergent.

For wool, use gentle detergent only in small
quantities.

Bleach is very corrosive; it should be used with care
and kept out of reach of children.

Some stains such as fruit, wine, grass, rust etc. are
difficult to remove and should be trested before
washing with specific products, which can be found
in most household shops. In some casesit may help
to soak the stain before washing with a specia pre-
soak product or biologica detergent.

Only wool marked “Pure New Wool - washable,
preshrunk” can be washed in the the wool
programme; other types of wool should be washed
by hands.

If you have used the machine to wash, rinse or pin
only non-colour fast garments, there may be dye left
in the sump. To ensure any subsequent wash is not
contaminated with the dye, select and carry out a
rinse and spin programme, without any garments, to
ensure that any dye is removed from the sump.

Once you have finished using the machine, you are
advised to unplug it and turn off the water tap.
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To ensure you obtain the best wash results from your
gppliance, it isimportant to use the right detergent in
your everyday wash, and only detergents recommended
for use in automatic machines.

To maintain the appearance of your clothes and
household textiles and to make them last longer you
should use different types of detergent for different
washes, whether for whites, colours or ddlicates.

For coloured items you should use a
detergent which is designed to clean
while maintaining the origina colour.
Ariel Color does not contain bleach
and therefore helpsto preserve
colours.

DELICATE ITEMS

When washing delicates such as
woollens, you should use a product
which is specidly designed to care for
finefabrics.

Dreft Automatic is suitable for
woollens and other ddlicates.

LAUNDRY BLEACH

For additional stain remova you may
wish to use a product such as Ace
Gentle Bleach which is used in addition
to your chosen detergent. Aceis
suitable for al washable faborics
including silks, woollens and coloureds.

Not only are there different types of detergent, but they
are dso available in different forms. Whether you chose
apowder or liquid in traditiona or compact formis
your own persona choice.

TRADITIONAL POWDERS

Pour the powder directly into the dispenser drawer. Do
not sprinkle powder onto clothesin the machine drum.

TRADITIONAL LIQUIDS

Liquid can be placed in the main wash compartment of
the detergent drawer marked with the symbol LI, start
the machine immediately upon placing the

detergent in the dispenser drawer.

Alternatively the detergent is measured into the
specidly designed dosing device® which should be
placed on top of the laundry, and at the back of the
meachine drum.

COMPACT POWDERS AND LIQUIDS

Compact detergents (or concentrates asthey are also
known) are available in liquid or powder form, and
generally require asmdler dosage. Follow the
manufacturer’singtructions to ensure the most
economical usage. Pour the detergent directly into the
dispenser drawer, or dternatively measure the detergent
into the specialy designed dosing device® which
should be placed on top of the laundry, and at the back
of the machine drum.

* |f you useadosing device in a washer dryer,
please ensure the dosing device/ball isremoved
before carrying out a drying programme.

FABRIC CONDITIONERS

These areided for improving ‘ softness’, and also
reduce gatic cling on synthetics and make ironing
easer. They are available in two types:

Im PO rtant Notes fabric conditioner to avoid the conditioner entering the
For best results, always use the dispenser drawer for machine prematurely.
