3. Do not wash textiles that have been previously
cleaned in, washed in, soaked in, or spotted with
gasoline, kerosene, waxes, cooking oils, dry-
cleaning solvents, or other flammable or
explosive substances as they give off vapors that
could ignite or explode.

4. Do not add gasoline, dry-cleaning solvents, or
other flammable or explosive substances to the
wash water. These substances give off vapors that
could ignite or explode.

5. Under certain conditions, hydrogen gas may be
produced in a hot water system that has not been
used for two weeks or more. HYDROGEN GAS
IS EXPLOSIVE. If the hot water system has not
been used for such a period, before using a
washing machine or combination washer-dryer,
turn on all hot water faucets and let the water
flow from each for several minutes.

To reduce the risk of an electric shock or fire, DO

After the concrete has cured and the anchors are
installed, proceed as follows:

1.

Place the washer-extractor adjacent to the
foundation. Do not attempt to move it by pushing
on the sides. Always insert a pry bar or other
device under the bottom of the frame of the
washer-extractor to move it.

Place the washer-extractor carefully over the
anchors.

Put bolts through the machine in the anchors and
fasten them. The diameter of the bolt must be
minimum 1/2-13 or 12 mm.To level machine, fill
the spaces between the machine base and floor
with machinery grout. Grout completely under
all frame members. Remove front and rear panels
to gain access to all frame members. Force grout
under the machine base until all voids are filled.

Remove the spacers carefully, allowing the
machine to settle into the wet grout.

Position washers and locknuts on machinery
anchor bolts and fingertighten to machine base.

After the grout is completely dry, tighten the
locknuts by even increments — one after the
other — until all are tightened evenly and the
machine is fastened securely to the floor.
