Background noises
(especially TV sets, radios, household
appliances, traffic sounds, etc.) can
detract from the sound you want to
record. 

• Avoid long “still” shots of landmarks
and scenic attractions.  Recordings are
more interesting if they include people
and details.  “Local color” will give
travel videos lasting appeal.  Consider
recording a familiar or landmark scene
from an unfamiliar vantage point.  

• Include close-up shots of individuals
when taping family or group functions.

Charge the battery within a
temperature range of 10ºC to 30ºC

After repeated chargings and use, the
operation time decreases gradually .
When the operation time becomes too
short to be useful, it is time to replace the
battery.

The battery pack charging/operating
time in the table are approximate.

The operating time of the battery may
be shorter than normal even after a
full charge:

• If it is used for the first time.

The operating time is restored to its
original level after the battery has
been used two or three times

Using the Optional Car Cord Adapter/Charger
This adapter/charger lets you power your camcorder from the cigarette lighter socket of
a car, truck, or RV.  It converts 24- or 12-volts to a 6.5-volt output.  It can also charge
the battery that came with your camcorder.

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Recording Features
This section explains the features available to enhance your recordings.

PLAY (Playback)/CAM (Recording)
Mode

This camcorder can be used for recording
or playing a tape.  Pressing the PLAY/
CAM button toggles between the
recording mode and playback mode.  The
green and red indicators on each side of
the button let you know the mode of the
camcorder.  The red indicator lights when
the camcorder is in the CAMERA-
recording mode and the green indicator
lights when the camcorder is in the PLAY
mode.
Tip:  The camcorder must be attached to a TV or
TV and VCR for playback.

Zooming

The 3:1 zoom is controlled by the zoom
slide control.  Just move the control
toward the T or W to set the zoom as
desired.  The zoom distances are indicated
below:

T: Zoom in, focus set at approx.
1.6m or more (close-up shot).

W: Zoom out, focus set at approx. 
0.7m or more (wide-angle shot).

Viewfinder

The viewfinder enables you to see what
you are recording.  The eyepiece focus
control moves back and forth so you can
set the focus of the viewfinder for your
personal vision.
Tip:  The eyepiece focus control does not affect the
focus of the picture actually recorded by the
camcorder.

Flying Erase Head

A separate erase head is mounted on the
spinning headwheel (hence the term
“flying”).  This allows you to make clean
edits without the “glitches” or “rainbow
noise” that may occur at the beginning
and end of recordings. 

Microphone
The built-in microphone picks up the
sound during a recording.  It is more
sensitive to sounds coming from the
direction the lens is pointed.
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Blank Search

With the press of a button, the camcorder
advances through the tape for a blank
section.  This feature saves time and tape
by locating the end of the last recorded
segment.

1. Place the camcorder in record-pause.

2. Press BLANK (located under top
control door).

BLANK flashes when searching a
recorded portion of the tape.  It lights
for a blank portion.

The camcorder fast forwards or
rewinds the tape to the end of the
recorded portion, stops, and enters the
record-pause mode.

Tip: Blank search can also be used in the
playback (PLAY) mode.  When the camcorder is
being used to play back a tape, just place the
camcorder in the stop mode and press BLANK.

Time Counter

The time counter appears in the LCD
window and shows the actual time
elapsed when recording a program or
playing back a segment of a prerecorded
tape.  It helps you locate the end or
beginning of programs.  Note the time
counter reading.

The time counter can only be reset to
0:00:00 in the following conditions:

• When the cassette compartment is
opened to eject or insert a cassette.

• When power is restored to the
camcorder after the battery or AC
adapter/charger has been disconnected.

Playback on TV (or VCR) with AUDIO/VIDEO IN Jacks
To connect your camcorder to a TV monitor (or VCR) with AUDIO/VIDEO IN jacks,
you need an audio/video cable and maybe a Y-adapter.  If your TV is already
connected to a VCR, just attach the camcorder to the VCR.
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Playback
The basic playback features are described in this section of the manual.  Before you
can use these features, you must attach your camcorder to a TV (or VCR) to view the
playback.  Check order form on page 5 for optional accessories. 

Playback Operation

1. Camcorder connected to TV:
Turn on the TV and tune it to the
video input channel.

Camcorder connected to VCR that
is connected to TV:

6. Press STOP when you are finished.
Tip: This same connection can be used if you
want to watch what the camcorder is seeing or
recording on the TV screen.  Remember to
remove the tape unless you are recording.  Just
place the PLAY/CAM button in the CAMERA
mode and press the thumb trigger.

Picture Search

During playback, you can search through
the tape quickly by using the F.FWD (fast
forward) or REW (rewind) button.  

• Press and hold F.FWD or REW if you
want to search the tape visually in
forward or reverse.  Release the button
to return to normal playback.

Fast Forward or Rewind
While in the stop position, press and
quickly release REW (rewind) or F.FWD
(fast forward) button to rewind or fast-
forward the tape.

Press PAUSE during play to stop the tape
and view the details of a scene.

If the camcorder remains in pause for more
than three minutes, it will turn off to prevent
excessive tape wear.

Care and Maintenance

• Keep dust and grit from entering the
camcorder’s cassette door.  Dust and
grit are abrasive and will cause
excessive wear to both the camcorder’s
recording/playback heads and cassettes.

• Wipe the lens gently with a cleaning
tissue and commercially prepared
cleaning solution designed for camera
lens.  Do not touch the lens with your
fingers.  The oil from your skin can
damage the lens or improper cleaning
may scratch the lens.  

• Retain the original carton for future
storage or shipping purposes.

• Before handling your camcorder, make
sure your hands and face are free from
any chemical products such as suntan
lotion, as it may damage the finish.

• The camcorder can be damaged by
improper storage or handling.  Do not
subject the camcorder to swinging,
shaking, or dropping.

• When the camcorder is not in use,
always remove the cassette and 
AC adapter/charger or battery. 

• Do not store the camcorder in
temperatures below -4°F (-20°C) or
above 140°F (60°C).

Things to Avoid
• Do not attempt to disassemble your

camcorder.  There are no user-
serviceable parts inside.

• Avoid operating your camcorder
immediately after moving it from a cold
location to a warm location.  Give the
camcorder 1-1/2 to 2 hours to reach a
stable temperature before inserting a
cassette.  When the camcorder is moved
from cold to warm, condensation may
cause the tape to stick to the headwheel
and damage the headwheel or tape.

• Do not expose the camcorder or
adapter/charger to rain or moisture.  If
either component becomes wet, turn off
the power and take the unit to an
Authorized GE Camcorder Servicenter.

• Do not aim your camcorder at the sun
or other bright objects.

• Do not leave your camcorder in direct
sunlight for extended periods of time.
The resulting heat buildup could
permanently damage the camcorder’s
internal parts.

• Do not operate the camcorder in
extremely humid environments.

• Do not operate the camcorder near the
ocean as salt water or salt water spray
may damage the internal parts of the
camcorder. 

• Do not operate the camcorder for
extended periods in temperatures below
32°F (0°C) or above 104°F (40°C).

• Do not use an adapter/charger or
batteries other than the ones specified
for the camcorder.  Use of the wrong
accessories may cause damage to the
camcorder.

Trouble Checks
Troubles sometimes are caused by simple “faults” that you can easily correct without
the help of a service technician by first checking a few basic remedies.

Before you call or take your camcorder to an Authorized GE Camcorder Servicenter,
look below for the type of trouble you are experiencing. Then perform the simple
checks and adjustments listed for that trouble.

• Slide the POWER switch upward to turn on the camcorder.
• If using battery, it may need to be recharged.
• If using AC adapter/charger, make sure it is plugged into a

working outlet.

• If the dew indicator ( ) flashes in the LCD window, there
is moisture in the camcorder.  Wait until the dew indicator
no longer appears before operating the camcorder.  

• Make sure the PLAY/CAM button is in the CAMERA or
PLAY mode. Details on page 20. 

• No cassette in the camcorder.
• Try ejecting and re-inserting the cassette.
• The cassette tape may be broken, try another cassette.
• You may have reached the end of the cassette, try

rewinding it.

• The PLAY/CAM button must be in the PLAY mode.

• Safety tab has been closed.  See page 18.
• PLAY/CAM button must be in CAMERA mode.

• Slide the POWER switch upward to turn on the camcorder.
If camcorder is left in record-pause or play-pause for
several minutes, it will turn itself off to prevent tape wear.

• Press PLAY or PAUSE to return to normal playback.

• Subject was too far from camcorder.
