Improper use of this equipment can injure people
and damage the equipment. People using or
servicing this equipment must read and follow the
instructions in this manual and the manuals provided
with your power unit.

It is important to understand that this manual and
any other Gravely instruction manuals do not cover
every possible danger. It is impossible for Gravely
to know all possible dangers in operating and
servicing the equipment.

The purchaser must give these instructions to the
people operating and maintaining this equipment.
These people must use eye and foot protection.

Training

Read this manual and the power unit manual
carefully.

Leam the location and function of all controls.

Learn how to use the controls to stop the wheels
and mower quickly in an emergency.

Understand and follow each danger, warning, caution
and instructional decal installed on this product.

Never permit children to operate the tractor. Do not
allow adults to operate it without proper instruction.

Safe operation of this equipment requires your
complete and unimpaired attention at all times. Do
not operate unit after or during the consumption of
drugs or alcohol.

Keep all people and animals away from the operating
area.

Preparation

Use caution with gasoline. Gasoline is very
flammable and its vapors are explosive. Keepitina
clean, tight and approved (Red) container. Never
put gasoline in the fuel tank while the engine is
running or hot. Clean up spilled gasoline before
starting engine. Do not fill fuel tank indoors. Never
allow smoking materials, sparks or flame (match, pilot
light, etc.) near mower or fuel container. Replace
fuel tank cap and fuel container cap securely.

Inspect area to be mowed and remove all material

which could be thrown by the mower such as stones,
sticks, wires and other foreign objects.

Inspect area to be mowed and remove all material
which could be thrown by mower.

When hauling the equipment, connect the chassis to
the transporting vehicle. Never connect from control
levers, rods, or like items that could be damaged.

Replace all parts that become damaged or lost.

Check the operation of the operator presence controls,
on your power unit before operating the mower.

Before making adjustments or servicing, move the PTO
to "OFF", turn the ignition switch to "OFF", remove key
and wait until all moving parts completely stop. Do
not make cutting height adjustment while engine is
running.

Operation

Be certain that shield, guards and interiock switches
are in good condition and in proper operating position.

Before starting the engine, put the PTO control lever
in the "OFF" position and the gear shift lever in the
neutral "N" position.

Wear foot and eye protection. Do not wear loose
clothing that could get caught in rotating parts.

Do not use the equipment in the dark without adequate
lighting.

Keep away from moving parts. Stay clear of the mower
discharge chute and keep the deflector in the down
position whenever the engine is running.

Keep people and animals away from the operating
area. Never direct discharge of materials toward
bystanders.

Do not let people other than the operator near the
operating equipment. Never direct discharge of
material towards bystanders. The operator is
responsible for the safety of bystanders.

Do not operate the mower on gravel or on loose
material such as sand. Stop mower when crossing
gravel drives, walks or roads. Objects may be picked
up and thrown by the mower blades causing damage
or injury.
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Safety Precautions (Continued)

Use a slow speed and engage the shift lever slowly
when operating on slopes.

Look for and keep away from hazards, such as drop-
offs. Stay alert for holes, rocks and other hidden
hazards in the area of operation.

After hitting an object, disengage the PTO, turn off
and remove the ignition key and wait for all motion
to stop. Check for damage, Repair any damage
before operating.

Look down and behind when operating in reverse.
Look for people and hazards.

Operate only from the operator's position.

Siopes are a major factor related to accidents which
can result in severe injury. All slopes require extra
caution. If you feel uneasy on a slope with your walk
behind tractor do not mow it. If you can not back up
the slope with your ride-on tractor do not mow it.

Travel across slopes with the walk behind tractor.
Travel up and down slopes with the ride-on tractor.

If there is a sudden change in the sound or vibration
of the equipment, disengage the PTO, turn off and
remove the ignition key, wait for all motion to stop
and check for damage.  Repair any damage or
failure before restarting unit.

Never run the engine indoors except to move it
outside. Exhaust fumes are dangerous.

Go slowly on slick surfaces. When operating the
walk behind tractor always be sure of your footing,
keep a firm grip on the handlebars and walk, never
run.

Follow traffic laws when operating on or near a road.

Before leaving the operator's position for any reason,

put the PTO control in the "OFF" position and turn
the ignition key to "OFF" and remove. Move the
direction control to the forward position (walk-behind
tractor). Lock the brake lock (ride-on tractor). Wait
until all moving parts have stopped.

Do not touch parts which might be hot from operation.
Before attempting to maintain, adjust or service allow
such parts to cool.

Maintenance and Storage

Keep the equipment in good condition. Maintain it as
directed in this manual. Check all hardware at regular
intervals.

Use only Gravely accessories, attachment and
replacement parts.

Do not overspeed the engine. Do not override the
governor.

Before making any repairs, adjustments, inspections
or cleaning unit disengage the PTO, turn off and
remove the ignition key and wait for all motion to stop.

To reduce fire hazard and overheating, keep
equipment free of grass, leaves, debris or excessive
fubricants.

Worn out mufflers can result in fire or explosion and
should be replaced immediately.

Never store equipment with gasoline in tank inside a
building where fumes may reach an open flame or
spark. Allow engine to cool before storing in any
enclosure.

Refer to Storage Section of owners manual if unit is
to be stored for extended periods.
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Operation

Read this manual and the Power Unit manual
carefully before operating the equipment.

Transport the equipment to the area to be mowed.

Inspect the area to be mowed and remove all
material which could be thrown by the mower.

Plan the pattern for cutting the grass. Generally an
area is mowed around the periphery towards the
center by discharging the grass toward the center
on the first pass. The remainder of the mowing is
done discharging the grass outward in the area
which has been cut.

See Specification Section for the schedule of heights of
cut. Set the mower for the height of cut desired.

See the tractor manual for correct operation of the PTO.
Start the engine and put the PTO control in the "ON"
position. Move the throttle control to the "FAST" position.

Select a slow gear. Engage the forward clutch. Control
the ground speed by selecting the desired gear.

Lubrication and Maintenance

Lubrication

Apply Sten Mix Hi-Temp Grease or equivalent to
the lube fittings. Order P/N: 00036800 - three
pack of 3 oz. cartridges or 00036700 - ten pack of
14 oz. cartridges.

If using Sten Mix for the first time, all components
should be thoroughly cleaned prior to lubricating.
Apply grease on:

- Each spindle (3) - every 25 hours of operation.
- Each gauge wheel (2) - every 8 hours of
operation.
- Drive shaft - every 8 hours of operation.
- Front mount - every 8 hours of operation.
---quick hitch pin
---each caster wheel (2)
---each caster fork (2)

IMPORTANT: Grease the spindles until there is
grease coming out of the grease relief fitting.

Gear Box: Once a year or every 200 hours of
operation, check the lubricant by removing the
cover. Clean the top of the gear box and carefully
remove the cover. Replace the gasket if
damaged. Keep the gear box 3/4 full of grease.

Blade Service

Every ten hours of operation or when the cut is
poor visually, check the blades for sharpness.

Remove the mower from the tractor. See mower
installation in Lubrication and Maintenance
Section.

Turn the mower upside down.

Block the blades and remove the nuts and flat washers
from the spindie.

Sharpen and balance the blade.

Reverse the removal process to install the blades on
mower and the mower on the tractor.

Replace the blades when over 1/2" has been removed
or the blade cannot be balanced.

- Belt Replacement

Remove the mower from the tractor.
Remove the belt covers.

Loosen the spring tension on the belt.
Remove the gear housing support.
Remove the belt.

Put the new belt in position on the sheaves. See
diagram 1.

Mount the gear housing support.
Adjust the belt tension.
Install the belt covers.

Mount the mower on the tractor.

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Adjustment

Height of Cut Adjustment

Lift up on the height adjustment lever and rotate the
axle pivot weldment until the lever registers with the
slot corresponding to the desired height of cut. The
lowest cut position is when the lever is nearest the
deck.

Belt Adjustment

Remove the right belt cover.

Unlock the adjusting nuts. See figure 1.

Rotate the inside nut until the air gap in the spring is
.010" to .015" (.25mm to .38mm).

Jam the adjusting nuts.

Install the belt cover.

Mower Level Adjustment
Park the tractor on a level, paved surface.

Check and adjust the tractor tire pressure. See the
tractor operator's manual.

Move the height of cut lever to the position where
the mower will be used.

Loosen the bolts which retain the deck leveling
cams,

Loosen the jam nut on the eccentric bolts which
retain the gauge wheels.

Rotate the eccentric bolts in the gauge wheels until
the distance from the rear of the deck to the
supporting surface is equal on each side of the
mover. See diagram 2.

Adjust the deck leveling cams with the cam until the
front edge of the deck to the supporting surface is
within .1 inch of the rear distance. See diagram 2.
Readjustment of the eccentric bolt in the gauge
wheel may be required.

Jam the nuts on the eccentric bolts and tighten the
bolts which retain the deck leveling cams.

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Storage

Remove the mower from the tractor and clean.

NOTE: Do not use harsh or abrasive cleaners on
any painted surface. Do not allow gasoline or oil to
remain on any silk screened surface.

IMPORTANT: NEVER spray unit with water or
store unit outdoors to aid in prevention of rust or
corrosion. Water can seep into sealed bearings,
which are sealed against dirt and debris only,
causing reduced component life.

Inspect for damage, wear, loose or missing hardware.
Repair as needed.

Sharpen and balance the blades.
Lubricate.
Paint or oil any bare metal surfaces to prevent rust.

Place in a dry area.

Remove the mower from the shipping container.
Axle Pivot Weldment Installation

Put the axle pivot weldment in position in the axle
support brackets. See figure 2.

Put a nylon stop in each axle support bracket with
the curved end against the axle pivot weldment.
Secure the nylon stops with 3/8 - 16 x 2" carriage
bolts from under the deck and 3/8-16 lock nuts.

Put a .125 x 1.25 cotter pin through the hole in the
right end of the axle pivot weldment.

Height of Cut Lever Installation

Put the height of cut lever in position on the axle pivot
weldment. Secure with a 3/8 bolt from the front side
and 3/8 lock nut. See figure 3. Install the spring from
the axle pivot weldment to the height of cut lever.

U-Joint Drive Assembly Installation

If the mower is to be used on a Professional 4 Wheel,
or 8000 Series long frame tractor, the universal joint
drive assembly is positioned in the hole nearest the
end of the gear box shaft. If the mower is to be used
on an 800 Series, 8000 Series short frame, or a two-
wheel tractor, the universal joint drive is positioned in
the hole nearest the gearbox. See figure 4.

To Mount the Mower to the Front
Mower (Two-Wheel Tractor)

Remove a pivot arm support from the front mount
frame. See figure 8.

Put the front mount frame over the mower and
slide the pivot arm shatft into the remaining pivot
arm support. See figure 8.

Slide the loose pivot arm support on the vacant
pivot arm shaft and bolt to the front mount frame.

Cut the universal joint assembly shaft to the length
shown in diagram 5.

The Mower Lift Rod is Installed and
Adjusted the First Time the Mower is
Mounted on the Four-Wheel Tractor

Put the lift pivot on the lift rod followed by two jam
nuts. Leave the nuts loose for adjustment. See
diagram 6.

See Lubrication and Maintenance section. Secure
the mower in the latch plates.

Lower the attachment lift. Install the lift pivot in the
lift arm as shown in diagram 6. Use the first hole in
the end of the left arm when mounting on the long
frame tractor.

Adjust the mower to the lowest height of cut position.
Put the end of the lift rod in the mower eye bolt and
secure with a hair pin cotter.

Move the first jam nut to an 1/8" from the lift pivot
and lock it in place by jamming with the second nut.

Follow Lubrication and Maintenance section for
installation and removal of the mower on the tractor.

There are two 3/8 - 16 hex bolts and hex nuts
located on the front of the gear housing support that
can be used to level the mower when in the raised
position.

Mower Installation on the Two-Wheel
Tractor

Put a film of grease on the quick hitch pin. See figure
5.

Slide the pivot support onto the quick hitch pin and
retain with a flat washer and klik pin.

Put a film of grease on the shaft of the universal
drive assembly. Slide the shaft into the tube of
universal joint (female) assembly.

Pull (or rotate) the locking collar toward the U-joint
and slide onto the tractor PTO shaft. Release the
locking collar. Pull on the drive to make sure that
the drive has locked in place.

Unlock the universal joint drive assembly locking
collar by rotating or pulling toward the drive
assembly.

Put the end of the lift rod in the eye bolt on the
mower. Secure with a hair pin cotter.

Lift the mower with the attachment lift until the
mower pivot arm is near the latch plates.

Open the latch plates and swing the pivot arm into
the slots.

Close the latch plates and secure with hair pin
cotters. See figure 6.
